WWW BOOLEAN SEARCHING ACTIVITY
For this assignment, we will be using http://www.yahoo.com for searching the internet.  Get into Internet Explorer and bring up Yahoo!

1. Search for Abraham Lincoln by typing Abraham Lincoln in the search box.  How many results do you get?  This brings up web pages that have the words Abraham and Lincoln in them, but they don’t have to be next to each other.

2. This time, spell Lincoln wrong by typing Abraham Lincon in the search box.  How many results do you get?  (Yes, can you believe people make webpages that have his name spelled wrong!  YIKES!)

3. This time, put Abraham Lincoln in quotation marks.  These make searching more accurate.  Type “Abraham Lincoln” in the search box.  How many results do you get?  This type of search narrows down your results because it looks for pages with the words Abraham Lincoln right next to each other.

4. Now, you will search for Abraham Lincoln pages that don’t talk about him being a president.  Type +”Abraham Lincoln” –president which means pages about Abraham Lincoln but not sites with the word president.  How many results do you get?

5. Now, you will search more specifically for Abraham Lincoln High School by typing “Abraham Lincoln High School”.  How many results do you get?

6. Search more specifically for Abraham Lincoln High School in Denver by typing “Abraham Lincoln High School” +Denver.  How many results do you get?

7. Now, let’s actually look for a specific article.  You are looking for an article about a student at Abraham Lincoln High School in Denver who got suspended for wearing a red t-shirt.  So, let’s try these words for our search +”Abraham Lincoln High School” +Denver +t-shirt.  How many results do you get?

8. What did you learn about searching in this exercise?  Do you think you can be a better “web surfer” now that you know this information?

9. Review search engine site for a possible quiz over the information.  You can take notes and use these on your quiz.
